Ref: Aly Cashion Long Distance Eights Race (10am start) and Sharland Sculls (12pm start), Sunday 30th October.

The New Norfolk Rowing Club invites your club to participate in the Aly Cashion Long Distance Eights Race and The Sharland Sculls will both be held on Sunday 30th October 2005.

The Long Distance Eights Race is rowed over a 9-kilometre course that finishes at our clubhouse.
